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M 4 | Role of the Confucius temple in Nagasaki local community

Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to trace the history of the Confucius temple
in Nagasaki and clarify its role in the local community. The focus of this
paper is the Shi-zhong Primary school at the time of the Chinese overseas
Chinese school that once existed in the Confucian temple and the Confucius
festival at the Confucian temple in Nagasaki today. The structure of this
paper is as follows.

In the introduction, the background of the research, the purpose of the
research, the research topic and the method are explained, and the previous
research 1is reviewed. The first chapter Outlines the history of the
Confucian temple in Nagasaki and examines how it evolved to what it is
today. Section 1 describes the history and background of the establishment
of the Nagasaki Confucius temple, section 2 describes the two
characteristics of the Nagasaki Confucius temple, and section 3 discusses
the location of the Lantern Festival, which is an important tourist event
in Nagasaki.

The second chapter considers the role and influence of Shi-zhong Primary
school, based on the history of Shi-zhong Primary school in the precincts
of Confucius temple. In the first section, the background to the
establishment of Shi-zhong Primary school, the school system, and the
contents of the classes are summarized. The second section considers the
impact of the war and the difficulties faced in maintaining school
management, and the role of school managers. In section 3, through
interviews with graduates in Nagasaki, 1 examined the impact of my
experience at Shi-zhong Primary school.

The third chapter provides a comprehensive review of the history and
transformation of the Confucius festival. The first section Outlines the

history of the festival of Confucius. The second section explores the




history of sakyamuni in Nagasaki, going back to Nagasaki cathedral in the
edo period. Section 3 examined the creation and transformation of the
Confucius festival at the Nagasaki Confucius temple, and clarified the
current situation and issues of the Confucius festival.

Through the above three chapters, the history of the Confucius mausoleum
in Nagasaki is examined, and the background to its current stance 1is
clarified. In the study of the problem, it can be divided into two periods
according to its role. The first period was from 1894 to 1967, when the
Confucius temple played the role of education for overseas Chinese mainly
in small and medium—-sized schools. The second phase, from 1967 to the
present, is a period when Confucius temple developed from a place only open
to overseas Chinese and students of shih middle and high schools to a
tourist attraction open to the public.

As a result of the survey, the Confucius temple played a role in the
local community in education, tourism and cultural exchange. In the era
when the Confucius temple and the school were integrated, the Confucius
temple played an educational role for the overseas Chinese, mainly through
small and medium—-sized schools, and promoted cultural exchange within the
Chinese community through the operation of the school. After the school
was moved outside the Confucius temple, the Confucius temple was opened
as a tourist attraction and became the center of tourism and cultural
exchange. Through the changes in the Confucius festival, we can confirm
the role and transition of the Confucius temple, and find its importance
in tourism and cultural exchange. This cultural exchange has been achieved
through the active participation of the local community in the Confucius
festival and the deepening of friendly exchanges between Japan and China.
In addition, there is a human presence indispensable to the management of
the Confucius temple. Overseas Chinese, who are the owners of the temple,
have continued to support the Confucius temple and have played a role in
adapting to the changing times. Through cooperation with the local
community, the Confucius temple developed and played a role as a place of

exchange.
