A ~On the View from Excavated Materials in Hakata~

This study builds on previous research on the Chinese ceramics trade in Hakata and aims to
examine in detail the following two aspects. (1) commaodity distribution (the distribution situation
of Chinese ceramics) within Hakata from the 12th to the 16th century, and (2) the factors that
influenced the Chinese ceramics trade in Hakata from the late 14th to the 15th century.

In Chapters 1 and 2, the author collected and introduced previous studies on the export of
Chinese ceramics from the 12th to 16th centuries and on the excavation of Chinese ceramics in
Hakata. Chapter 3 clarifies the shortcomings of the previous studies and presents the objectives and
methods of this study. In Chapter 4, Chinese porcelain excavated from the Hakata site group is
classified by century and period, and the status of excavation in each period is presented. In
Chapter 5, based on those data, the analyses on the research theme will be presented.

In Chapter 6, the author concluded that (1) the distribution of goods inside Hakata began in the
13th century and developed rapidly thereafter, and (2) the Chinese porcelain trade in Hakata from

the late 14th to the 15th century was influenced by the Chinese sea ban.
